Decamethylcyclopentasiloxane — rodents repeatedly exposed
to decamethylcyclopentasiloxane (D5) via inhalation or
ingestion developed increased liver weights relative to
unexposed control animals. When the exposure was stopped,
livers returned to normal. Microscopic examination of the liver
cells did not show any evidence of pathology. Liver
enlargement was due to an increase in metabolizing enzymes
and a temporary increase in the number and size of normal
cells. (hyperplasia and hypertrophy). These biochemical
pathways are more sensitive in rodents than in humans.
Inhalation exposures that are typical in industrial use (5-10
ppm) showed no toxic effects on rodents. A two-year combined
chronic toxicity and carcinogenicity inhalation study was
conducted with decamethylcyclopentasiloxane (D5) in Fisher-
344 rats by whole body inhalation. A statistically significant
increase in the trend for uterine endometrial tumors was
observed in female rats exposed for 24 months at the highest
level of 160 ppm. The same effects were not seen at the other
dose levels of 10 and 40 ppm. No adverse effects were seen at
male rats at any level. Whether or not this increase in
incidence is truly related to the exposure to D5 is questionable
and yet to be determined. Base on our present knowledge, it is
unlikely that industrial, commercial or consumer uses of
products containing D5 would result in a significant risk to
humans.
